You can set up your own multimedia network at home and
control this simply and conveniently using your Metz remote
control.

But that’s not all, as your Metz Media Systemalso allows
you to access numerous online services using HbbTV, a new
platform for providing additional services via TV sets. You
can obtain further information on the tv station you are
currently viewing via a DSL Internet connection — or watch
missed programmes via the media library of the respective
station.

Media Player?

The Media Player enables you to play and/or view films,
photos and music files from various components in your
home network, such as a PC, notebook or network attached
storage (NAS), on your TV set.

HbbTV V2%

HbbTV (Hybrid broadcast broadband TV) is a new industry
standard for connecting TVs with the Internet. The broad-
casting companies transmit a digital data stream together
with their TV programmes, which also includes a web
address.

Once the HbbTV logo appears, a connection can be estab-
lished between the TV set and the Internet portal of the sta-
tion by clicking the red (%) key.

Up-to-date programme information can then be displayed
on screen, for example, or programmes that have been
missed can be retrieved and viewed via the TV media library.

HbbTV also provides comprehensive teletext functions and
in-depth programme previews.

Some of the keys on the remote control will
then be blocked and certain functions, such as Teletext, EPG, etc., will be unavailable.

HbbTV is not available when replaying something from the PVR archive or when the
time shift function is being used.



2.1 Accessing HbbTV

3 Opening the Media Player

The Media Player enables you to play and/or view films, photos and music files from
various components in your home network, such as a PC, notebook or network attached
storage (NAS), on your TV set.

e Press the key — the Special Functions menu will appear.

® Press the @ numeric key to open the “Media Player”.
Operation of the Media Player can vary depending on the media files selected
(audio/photo/video)

The Media Player is controlled using the cursor control key, the coloured keys and,
depending on what is being viewed, the +P -P keys.

- press the blue key (@) to select one of the following:

- the selected folder can be exited again by pressing the white (®) key.

When a title is selected, the system creates a shortcut to
the file in question. An “Audio playlist” is created automatically based on these selections
or shortcuts.

The directory containing your playable music files is currently open.

music or song can be selected and added to your Audio playlist by pressing the red
key.

3.4.1 Video - creating a playlist

If multiple video recordings are stored on the hard-disk recorder, individual video files can
be selected. When a file is selected, the system creates a shortcut to the file in question.

A “Video playlist” is created automatically based on these selections or shortcuts.
The directory containing your playable video files is currently open.

e The cursor control key can be used to browse through the video recordings and a specific
file can be added to your Video playlist by pressing the red key.

If you have selected the wrong video file, you can de-select it by pressing the red key
again. Files that have been selected can also be deleted from the playlist directly.

This does not delete the actual file, only the shortcut to the file in the playlist.



5 Connecting to a PC

A PC can be connected to the TV set instead of a network attached storage (NAS) system.

Appropriate media software must, however, have been installed on the PC, so that the
computer’s hard-disk recorder can be used as an external NAS system.

The PC can then only be used as a data source!
Chapters 3 and 4 still apply even if a PC hard-disk recorder is being used as an external

NAS system.



6 Technical terms

DHCP

The Dynamic Host Configuration Protocol enables network
configuration settings to be assigned to clients via a server.
A client is a computer programme that establishes contact
with another computer programme on a server, in order to
make use of its services

DHCP enables computers to be connected automatically to
an existing network, without the need for any manual
configuration.

The client must simply be configured to retrieve an IP
address automatically. When a computer connected to the
network is started, it can automatically retrieve an IP
address, the subnet mask, the default gateway and also
DNS server and, if in use, WINS server details from a DHCP
server.

IP address

In order to be able to establish communication between two
technical devices, each of these devices must be able to
send and receive data. These devices must, however, be
uniquely identifiable within a network, in order to ensure
the data arrives at the right location (device). In IP networks,
this is handled using unique IP addresses.

Gateway

Gateways are used in various areas of telecommunication,
such as next generation networks and IP telephony.

These gateways convert digital voice, audio orimage
information from one network format to another.
Transcoding may also be completed by a gateway.

Subnet

The term subnet is used to define an individual portion
(sub-network) of an Internet Protocol (IP) network.
