USB recording provides an opportunity to have a TV or radio programme recorded directly on an
external mass storage device (e.g. external hard disk, USB disk). The external mass storage device is
connected to the USB socket of the TV set.

We recommend using hard disks as mass

storage devices.

Memory sticks can only be used to a limited extent. This is because they need to provide sufficient
storage capacity for recording programmes (min. 8 GB) and fulfil certain minimum requirements with
regard to read and write speeds. These can be checked via Menu -> Configuration - » External hard
disk -> Test speed (see page 8).

[5>> However, recordings on the external hard disk device can only be played on a Metz TV set (from
ch. 610, software from 5.10).

In the case of USB recording or PVR, recording and playback can occur independently of each other

(time shift function). While a programme is being recorded, you have the possibility of playing back

an already-recorded programme at the same time.

The EPG (electronic programme guide) is available when recording TV programmes with USB recor-

ding and PVR.

The external and internal hard disk devices

permit a great number of recordings, which can be administered in a PVR archive. You can equip the

recordings with a delete protection.

Parental control can be set for each individual recording.

Itis quite easy to record a series by programming the first programme in the series. After that, all other

episodes in the series are programmed independently by the series assistant.

If necessary, you can order the RM17 remote control (art. no. 017RM17L9) from a specialist dealer if

this was not provided with your TV set.
